30:30 WRISTBAND CHALLENGE

We would like to introduce the 30:30 Wristband Challenge!! This is an initiative
that has been developed by the Carnegie School of Education at Leeds Beckett
University to increase the amount of physical activity (PA) that our primary-age

children currently do. (30:30 means 30mins of exercise at school and 30mins of
exercise at home).

The challenge is to be physically active enough to earn a certificate, a bronze, a
silver and a gold wristband.

How physically active does a pupil need to be to claim the awards?

If a pupil can complete 10 days of 30:30 minutes of PA (collected over ANY
period of time), they should be awarded a 30:30 certificate. Please note, this is
designed so ALL pupils will be able to achieve it over the academic year. To
earn a bronze wristband it’s different. Pupils will need to be physically active for
30:30 minutes for 80% of one half-term (not over several half-terms). If they
don’t manage this in one half-term, they will need to try again in a different half-
term.

Pupils will bring home a recording sheet for them to keep an accurate log of their
exercise over this half term. This recording grid has been adapted due to the
short period of this half term. All instructions are on the sheet and we would ask
for parents to assist the children to fill out this record carefully and accurately.

Once awards have been achieved they can inform their class teacher who will
keep a class record.

Awards will be given at the start of the next half term.
